Community Service Project – Government / Economics, Antelope High School

One of the required projects in Government/ Economics at Antelope High School is 10 hours of community service. This is a graded assignment, worth 10% of your government grade and economics grade.

HOW DOES THIS WORK?

Each student will complete a community service project, which they will decide on, design, log in their hours, keep evidence, and write a reflection on.
HOW MANY HOURS DO I HAVE TO DO?

Each STUDENT needs to complete a minimum of 10 hours of community service. 5 hours must be completed prior to the completion of the government course, and the other 5 hours must be completed prior to the completion of the economics course. 

WHAT DO WE DO?

You can work in soup kitchens, clothes closets, rest homes, in political campaigns, etc. Also, feel free to work with your local church, community centers, youth sports, etc., in order to find something that would be meaningful for you. (Each teacher will post/discuss opportunities they learn about in their classrooms.) 

There are many opportunities to satisfy this requirement. We encourage you to think broadly. Are there local community projects happening for which you can volunteer? Do you have a special talent or skill that you could share at an elementary school or with neighborhood children? Could you clean up an old cemetery or plan a night of entertainment for a local retirement home?

WHAT CAN WE NOT DO?

The only restrictions are 1) this cannot be service for which you are paid (nor can it be free service provided to your employer who would otherwise pay you), 2) your immediate family, friends and neighbors cannot be the beneficiary of your efforts, 3) individuals who can afford to pay for your efforts cannot be the focus of your volunteer service, and 4) this cannot be service that is required for another class or extracurricular program. 

EXAMPLES OF PROJECTS THAT WILL NOT QUALIFY: Helping your neighbor put in his landscaping, mowing your friends lawn (while he mows yours), working for free instead of for pay in a for-profit business owned by your parents or relatives, etc. GO OUT AND HELP PEOPLE who might not otherwise get the help they need!!!

Using the form on the next page you must include the name, phone number and signature of someone who can verify your service, as well as collect documentation and photographic evidence of your service.
