SYLLABUS

Textbook and Replacement Costs: The textbook used for the course is Glencoe: Economics – Principles & Practices.  Students will be issued a copy for home, and there is also an in-class set.  Students should note that they are financially responsible for any damage done to the book over the course of the semester, as well as for its loss.  

Class Standards/Rules: Students are expected to follow one main rule in my classroom: RESPECT, for each other, for me, and for themselves.  This rule, however, broadly encompasses many other standards.  Students are expected to be in their seat on time, with the proper materials ready to use.  Students will also raise their hand whether answering a question or asking one.  Also, students will not hesitate to ask me if they have a problem.  Rude comments or outbursts directed at others will not be tolerated.  We are not your mother, so pick up after yourself.  No gum, food, or drinks are allowed, expect for water.  Electronic devices (this means iPods and cell phones) and grooming are also prohibited.  

Supplies:  Students are expected to have:

1. A three-ring binder, w/ 1 section reserved for Government 

2. Lined college-ruled paper

3. A separate, one-subject 8 ½ x 11” notebook with at least one hundred pages

4. A pencil and at least 3 different colors of pens

5. At least two different colored highlighters

6. A set of coloring pens or pencils

7. A few packs of post-its

8. Scissors and either a glue stick, tape, or stapler

Student Notebooks: This is the separate notebook they are required to have in the supplies section of this syllabus.  Students need their notebook starting Friday, October 16th.  Practically every assignment students do in this class will be done in their notebook, or placed in it later, so it is very important.  All notes and test review sheets will be placed on the right-hand side, whether they are lecture, reading, or discussion notes.  All unit formative assessments, such as warm-ups, reflections, and worksheets, will be placed on the left-hand side.  Students will keep a table of contents as well, and notebooks will be collected every two to three weeks. (see handout for more information)

Current Events: Students will be given a handout and a schedule for the times that they have to present a current event.  Students will need to access the newspaper, a magazine, or the Internet, and choose an article that relates to Economics / Business and the unit we’re studying, and write a one-page summary explaining the issue at hand and how it relates to our unit.  They will present their findings to the class.  (see handout for more information)
Assessments: Assessments will be given at the end of each unit in the class, as well as at different times during the unit.  Assessments may take many forms, such as written tests, essays, or projects.  

Community Service: There will be a required community service portion to Senior Government/Economics.  More information will follow.
Late Work/Make-up policy: Our goal is to teach students a sense of responsibility, and therefore students should see me immediately upon returning to school to turn in any previous work, see what was missed, and set up a deadline to turn in the missed work.  However, my goal is also to make sure that students ultimately learn the material.  A 0 on an assignment is not acceptable in my class. Students who do not turn in notebooks will be docked 5 percentage points per day until it reaches a minimum possible grade of 70%.  Projects and tests may also be made up, whether a student misses taking them or does not perform well on them, but also will be docked 5 percentage points per day until they reach a minimum possible grade of 70%.  Also, a student cannot retake a test or project without first showing Mr. Armstrong/Richards that all of his notebook work for the unit for that test or project is complete and correct.  Students must see Mr. Armstrong/Richards to set make-up times, and will not be allowed to make up anything more starting finals week.  This late work/make-up work policy does not apply for participation/behavior or community service.
